e be a New Zealand citizen or permanent resident.

SELECTION CRITERIA

The decision to grant a scholarship will be based on the following criteria:

e Academic merit

e Evidence of interest in New Zealand agriculture (preference may be given to candidates
with a particular interest in dairy farming)

e Personal profile

The successful applicant will have their course fees up to the value of $4000 funded by Rakaia Island
for the relevant academic year.



SELECTION PANEL

All eligible applications will be considered by a selection panel comprising two Directors of Rakaia Island
Ltd. The selection panel may ask the short-listed applicants to attend an interview as part of the selection
process. Selection will be made by the Board from the recommendations of the panel. The selection
committee may refrain from awarding a scholarship if it finds no candidate of sufficient merit.

SUBMISSION DEADLINE AND AWARD ANNOUNCEMENT

The deadline for submissions is 30" April 2025. Any applications submitted after this date will not be
considered. The successful applicant will be announced during the month of June.
